Question: ​The Political Realm has been a “Hot Bed!” What is God 
saying about how the Church should be positioned to “Speak 
Prophetically and Bring Light Into the Political Realm?”  

 

I have heard it all this past year. Because of Covid, we all had time at home 
reflecting upon God and our nation. It was an election year for our nation, 
struggle for power and direction, and prophetic words that may have been 
touched with a little of earthly vision.  

 

I have always been a skeptic because of my profession before I moved into 
full time ministry. I am always looking for the enemy in our midst. I thought I 
had heard it all in politics, but then I heard a prayer in Congress ending with 
“Amen” and “Awoman”? Have we gone over the edge of things that are just 
crazy? Amen means “so be it!” What does the other say but to just pervert 
the Word of God for earthly reasons. 

 

Also, I have heard more prophetic words this year than any year of my life. 
And most had to do with an election. 

 

Release the Kraken!? What? Kraken? Really? What does that have to do 
with God? 

 

Kraken is a mythological creature from the Deep. You can stretch it to 
Leviathon but what sense does it make? 

 

Focus Church we need to Focus!  

 

Folks, we need to focus upon God and his Word not some mythological 
creature. God has subdued all creatures. We are not about releasing the 
Kraken, but about releasing Gods spirit upon the nation.  

 

Too many times we focus upon the familiar and what is the current topic on 
Facebook. But the familiar detracts us from God. Facebook detracts us 
from God. 

 



We are comfortable with the familiar and do not want to step out into the 
unfamiliar, go against the grain of thought. But that step of faith with what is 
speaking to our inner person, usually ends with a deeper connection to 
God.  

 

We need to keep our focus upon God during these turbulent times, keeping 
in tune with the Holy Spirit. But, how do you discern what is truth and what 
is our wishful thinking? 

 

I submit that our focus for 2021 should be: 

 

1. Prayer Intensity - Keeping our prayer life solid from a time not only 
praying but also listening to God. 

2. Passionate Focus - Stirring up our passion for GOD and 
intensifying our time in his presence. 

3. Praising God - remembering to Praise God for all things, not just 
the ones we like, but all things.  

4. People in need - 2021 will be a year with great need around us. Not 
just spiritual need but physical needs. 

 

So how do we get started in 2021 on the right side of God. Start with Prayer 
and Fasting. 

 

Our biggest weapon against the enemy is Prayer, Fervent prayer. Not just 
at the our regular appointed time but at all times. Let God speak to us about 
all things while not letting the enemy confuse us. Keep your focus in prayer. 

 

We are not earthly beings having temporary spiritual experiences but 
spiritual beings having a temporary earthly experience.  

 

Queen Elizabeth has said that nations have high points and low points, but 
they always rebound. We should keep ourselves humble before the Lord 
and direct our prayers to shape a nation and a world. 

 

We do not know what the future holds but we do know who holds the future! 

 

God is in control of everything that happens. We tend to see things through 
our earthly filters but He sees all things without a filter, with Godly Vision. 
Pray that you see and hear with the wisdom of God. 



 

Sometimes we hear or see things that we WANT to happen based upon 
what we are think is right, but we don’t always have the bigger picture. Pray 
that Gods will be done on earth as it is in Heaven.  

 

God is not caught by surprise in any event brought about by man. He 
knows His plan for each of us and for our nation. He knows what He 
expects from each of us and knows who we are.  

 

I have heard it said “A wise man’s heart directs him toward the right, but the 
foolish man’s heart directs him to the left. (Ecclesiastes’s 10:2) Are we on 
then Right path?

The Hammer was given to Jan & me in December 2020.  It's our 
15th year anniversary of Ignited Church. 

 

Given to us by Bishop Clarice Fluitt's assistant Liz Sharp.  Liz was 
sleeping in her mobil home when a hurricane blew through their 
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town.  A huge 80' tree came crashing down on her home - totally 
demolishing her home - just barely missing Liz.  It was a miracle she 
survived this devastation. 

 

Liz prayed and asked the Lord how she should respond to the 
situation.  The Lord instructed her to carve 16 hammers out of the 
wood of the tree.  She then gave the hammer to Bishop Fluitt to pray 
about who should receive the hammers.

This Hammer is a WEAPON OF MASS DESTRUCTION carved from 
a large tree that destroyed the residence and belongings of Dr. Liz 
Sharp, assistant to Bishop Clarice Fluitt.  The Strader's were 
specifically chosen as a prophetic voice because they would 
understand that the Hammer must be held in a hand before it can 
accomplish what it was created to do!

Israel's Judge & Prophetess, Deborah and her General Barak, were 
pursuing Sisera, the General of the enemies of Israel.  Sisera 
escaped into the tent of the wife of a man he believed would give 
him safe haven.

Question: You have a powerful ministry as a missionary with a hunger for Revival FIRE. 
What is the role of Missions in God’s Unfolding End-Time plan of Glory? 

I will begin with a couple of Scripture references, starting at the end and moving to the 
beginning… 
 
After this I looked, and behold, a great multitude that no one could number, from every nation, 
from all tribes and peoples and languages, standing before the throne and before the Lamb, 
clothed in white robes, with palm branches in their hands, and crying out with a loud voice, 
“Salvation belongs to our God who sits on the throne, and to the Lamb!”​~ Revelation 7:9-10 
 
This passage, itself a fulfillment of Zechariah 14:16, in a deeper sense is a fulfillment of entire 
blocks of Scripture in Genesis, namely chapters 5, 10, and 11. Put together these tell the truth 
that from the very beginning God was interested in the salvation of the nations, and He raised up 
a Holy Nation—not to eliminate and ignore those other nations—but to unfold a plan that would 
save them. This is the story of the Bible, which is not just a collection of principles to live by, but 
the blueprint of a master plan, an epic story of God’s quest to restore all peoples to Himself.  
 
Knowing this, we should not be either confused nor contentious about the role of missions in the 
plan for End Time revival. God has made it crystal clear that people from all nations will stand 
before His Throne, worshipping Him eternally. ​That is His revealed will​. Getting involved with 
missions—widening the scope of our vision to include as many of those nations as possible in 
substantial and not just token measure—is to align ourselves with God’s plan for revival. To 
refuse to be involved is to reject the Spirit of Revival Himself. 
 
The early apostles and prophets led the early church in missions. This is the Book of Acts. But 
those days are gone, and their time is gone. This is OUR time.  
 
We want the power of the Book of Acts in our lives, our churches, even our streets and 
marketplaces as it was for the earliest saints. God’s power hasn’t lessened a bit—Jesus Christ is 
the same yesterday, today, and forever. But we must appropriate that power.

Of all the lessons I have learned as a Pentecostal believer, one of the greatest is the lesson of 
position​ unto ​appropriation​—we must place ourselves, spiritually, in a place in God so that we 
may walk in His power. Many love God who never appropriate His power because they haven’t 
learned to position themselves. Fasting and prayer, especially corporately and in a specific time 
is about positioning.  
 
But this needs to be said: ​there is tactical positioning and there is strategic positioning​. It is 
tactical for me to attend a special service where I know God’s glory will manifest; it is strategic 
for me to open a soup kitchen to reach the homeless. There is no position more proper, or more 
strategic, than missions. It is why Jesus Himself came in the flesh according to Luke 19:10;  
it is the last command He gave in Matthew 28; it is the reason for the baptism in the Holy Spirit 
according to Acts 1:8.  
 
If you want revival, outpouring, and harvest, you have to want what God wants, you have to get 
in on what He is doing. He is not interested in dispensing His power for charismatic fireworks. 
He has a purpose, He has a heartbeat. He’s about raising the dead, and that means missions. His 
power in and to and through you ​operates at a surplus​—it’s enough for you and the work you 
are doing here, and for you to touch the nations. 
 
John Mott, a great missionary statesman, said this: “The greatest manifestation of the Spirit of 
Christ is given to those who are engaged in the missionary task.” God is exerting His power 
towards His ends, not whatever purposes we dream up. We are successful, we are granted His 
power, as we get in on ​His​ plan. ​If we want to be part of the great End Time revival, we need 
to engage in the missionary task, receive the Spirit to get it done, and watch Him work 
through us. 
 

Properties of the Year of the Ox 
 
The Hebrew year of 5781 includes the interpretation of being the year of the Ox. 
 

Beyond the obvious characteristics of strength, faithfulness, instrument of harvest, what 
does this mean? 
 
Pro 14:4 Where no oxen are, the crib is clean: but much increase is by the 
strength of the ox. 
 

This is an undeniable property of moving under an “Ox” time with an “Ox” mandate and 
anointing.  Its going to be messy.  If you want a clean barn, don't own an Ox.  If you want to 
move in the strength of God, if you want to participate in this great last harvest, if you are locked 
into the slow & steady faithfulness of God that always gets the job done then you are also called 
to deal with the mess.  If you want a “mess” free experience, then sit out & stay weak. 
 

The image of the four living creatures around the Throne of God speak of many things. 
At this time is speaking of the time and spiritual climate we are in.  Its the “Ox” operation that is 
going to usher the fullness of the Glory to meet those laboring in the Harvest.  Eagles, Lions, 
and the mere strength of man are not good Harvesting implements. 
 



1​st​ Samuel 6:12&13  And the kine took the straight way to the way of 
Bethshemesh, and went along the highway, lowing as they went, and turned not 
aside to the right hand or to the left; and the lords of the Philistines went after 
them unto the border of Bethshemesh.​ ​And ​they of​ Bethshemesh ​were​ reaping 
their wheat harvest in the valley: and they lifted up their eyes, and saw the ark, 
and rejoiced to see ​it. 
 

The Glory of God (the Ark) compelled the cow to carry it straight under the pain of 
violating every natural instinct and desire.  The Glory compels us to deliver what we carry 
without fail in the face of pain and messes that we feel all the while “I shouldn't have to put up 
with this”. 
 

Its time to actually birth this, instead of saying we have something to birth but come short 
of our claims only to offer the offense of the “mess” to our generation. 
 
Isaiah 26:18 We have been with child, we have been in pain, we have as it were 
brought forth wind; we have not wrought any deliverance in the earth; neither 
have the inhabitants of the world fallen. 
 

What are the properties of the year of the Ox? 
 
1   Move in the strength and dont become offended by the mess.  We are going to see more of 
both. 
2   Deal with any and all messes imeadiatly and privately, if you don't it not going to take long for 

others to notice.  Exposures are going to be quicker in these days. 
3   Don't step in.  If you do, dont carry it with you. 
4   Dont touch it.  You have to take your hand off the plow in order to do so. 
5   Anyone who lets it pile up eventually starts throwing it at others. 
 
Here’s your question: You are a true Revivalist and hunger to 
see Revival Fire. How do we as “People of Glory/Fire 
….People of Revival” live in the Presence of God on a daily 
basis?  

 
CHAPTER FIVE 

 
STOKING THE FIRES OF REVIVAL 

 



When a revival that would ultimately run for fifteen weeks broke open at an 
Indiana congregation the pastor asked me to join him in tag teaching a 

class to help people sustain the fire of revival. 
 
Proverbs 26:20 became our springboard. It says, “Where no wood is, there 
the fire goeth out.” (KJV). We knew the thrust of that verse was and is a 
warning against gossip. However, we saw a principle contained within it 

that relates to revival. The fires of revival have to be stoked! 
 
For a fire to continue to burn it needs two things…oxygen and fuel. You 
must keep wood on the fire or it will go out. That verse in Proverbs 
recognizes that. When revival fire has been ignited we need to know what 

must be done to keep that fire burning. We believed if we could keep the 
individual fires burning the corporate fire would naturally keep on burning 
as well. 
 
We understood the source of oxygen for revival fire is the wind of the Spirit 

and He would do His part. Our part will be to keep the fuel for revival fresh. 
We have to keep stoking the fire. Here are some principles we found 
necessary to do that. By the way, this paper is a condensed version of a 
chapter in my book, The Wow Factor, which deals with this subject. 
 

Do not stop at maintenance mentality 
 
Have you ever watched an athletic team get so consumed with protecting 
its lead they quit doing the things that got them the lead and then they lost 
the game? 



 
We must be less concerned about holding onto what God gave us and 

more concerned about giving it away to others. 
 
Two things are essential in developing your marriage. The first is that you 
keep courting your spouse. The second is communication. In a successful 
marriage both husband and wife understand they must keep working at the 

marriage. Marriages can drift apart if the couple does not continue to do the 
things that keep their marriage strong. They value the relationship. They 
value each other. They keep talking to each other. 
 
These principles are true for spiritual relationships as well. As the bride of 

Christ I must value my relationship with Him. As the bride of Christ I must 
take the time to communicate with Him. 
 
Revival does have the sovereign “suddenly moment” but it also has 
intentionality to it. I make it a priority in my life. Things of the Kingdom 

remain a priority for me. 
 
In a strong marriage the couple knows what their partner likes. The focus 
becomes how I can please my spouse. Giving becomes more important 
than taking. In sustaining revival I become more concerned about what 

pleases my Heavenly Groom than in what I am receiving. The more 
partners invest in the relationship the more they actually receive from that 
relationship. 
 

Understand that the changes must be permanent 



 
Revival will always bring changes into a church. We must understand those 

changes must be permanent. The Biblical principle is “new wineskins for 
the new wine”. Some just want “their church” to be the way it was. They 
want the services to remain the same length. They want the weekly 
schedule to look the same. However, the reality is some old programs may 
need to be given a decent funeral service. We must remember that 

principles never change but methods may. Indeed, some methods probably 
must change to accommodate what God is doing. 
 
Not only will revival produce changes within a church it will produce 
changes within a person. If you want to keep the fire burning in your heart 

you must understand you cannot go back to the old life. First of all this 
means you must be done with sin. Sins revealed by the Spirit and then 
repented of must not be resumed. In practice this may mean some lifestyle 
patterns will need to change. 
 

In the early days of revival I noticed an interesting phenomenon. Because 
services were running night after night and were often running late into the 
night television time became more limited. As the revival progressed we 
began to take “break” nights to avoid wearing the saints out and to make 
room for the other things in life that needed to be done. Some would flip the 

TV on during those break nights, and it was not unusual for some to feel TV 
had somehow changed. Suddenly the language on it was coarser and the 
scenes racier. Of course, the reality was that it was not television that had 
changed in those few weeks but the person had changed. Things we would 
never have noticed before now grated on our spirits the way finger nails 



being scraped across a chalkboard would grate on our physical ears. 
However, it is possible to once again become dull of spiritual sense. Slowly 

we can pick up all of the habits and routines that had dulled our spiritual 
sensitivity prior to the revival.  
 
Permanent changes involve more than what we quit doing. We begin to 
add new things to our lives. Time must be given for the development of the 

life of God within us. We find a burning desire to spend more time with Him. 
That flame must be stoked!. Attendance at church becomes more 
consistent. We hate to miss the meeting because we know He is going to 
be there. Priorities are adjusted to reflect our new realities. We love going 
to church now. You feel David’s passion in Psalm 122:1, “I was glad when 

they said unto me, Let us go into the house of the LORD.” Before revival 
you were hoping for a short sermon and a short service because you had 
things you needed to do. Now you feel cheated if the service is too short 
and the sermon is more like a sermonette. 
 

 
Keep going after God 

 
Often during the days of the Brownsville revival Evangelist Steve Hill would 
exhort the church to keeping going after God. But what does that mean?  

 
Certainly it included the way we would enter into the service itself. Half 
hearted participation was not going after God. Worship became more 
intense. During prayer ministry time to go after God included getting into 
the prayer line. Sometimes we would get prayed for several times a night. 



Even this level of going after God must be cultivated. I found I had to 
overcome spiritual inertia to receive prayer. It was easy to simply become a 

spectator rather than a participator. I could quite easily stand on the steps 
leading to the balcony and watch others receiving. These could be times of 
learning how to move and minister. However these spectator moments 
often degenerate into spiritual complacency. I can become content just 
watching. I have to force myself to participate. Spiritual osmosis is not 

enough. I have to go after God myself. 
 
Here are four things going after God came to mean for me. 
 
First, I had to develop a Kingdom heart. The concerns of the Kingdom of 

God had to be more important than the concerns of my personal kingdom. 
 
Secondly, intercessory prayer became a priority. This type of prayer 
identifies with God’s concerns. It is focused on the advance of the Kingdom 
of God. If prayer was a vital element in attracting the Presence of God it is 

just as vital in retaining it. Not all will have an intercessor’s ministry, but all 
must intercede. If you want revival to be sustained in your church then 
elevate prayer in the church. If you want revival to sustain in your life do the 
same thing. Sometimes intercession is hard work. I have described it as 
blood and guts and tears and snot. It is not always pretty, but it sustains 

revival. 
 
For me the third element in going after God is evangelism. We must have a 
heart for people. Rivers turned inward become stagnant ponds. Rivers 
turned outward continue to flow with fresh water. Keep witnessing. Keep 



inviting people to church. Learn more about soul winning. Pray for God to 
give you His heart for souls. Stir your own heart for the same. Look for 

opportunities to pray for people in the public arena. 
 
A fourth element of going after God is doing works of service. Jonathan 
Edwards wrote in 1746 that a full-fledged revival will involve a balance 
between personal concern for individuals and social concerns. He was 

convinced  that religious meetings, prayer, singing, and religious talk will 
not promote or sustain revival in the absence of works of love and mercy, 
which will bring the God of love down from heaven to earth.”  
 

Watch for the snares 

 
Some make the mistake of believing that an outpouring of the Spirit 
removes all temptation. Do not be deceived with that thinking. 
 
Temptation to fail morally may occur during revival. Your flesh is not dead 

yet, so you must learn to walk in wisdom. I am attempting to be careful in 
what I write here, but immorality can rise up in the middle of a move of 
God. I am tragically aware of a pastor’s wife who became emotionally and 
sexually involved with a male intercessor while her husband was away 
preaching. The nightly prayer encounters became more than that. Your 

flesh is not dead yet, so you need to set boundaries on yourself. 
 
Another snare is the temptation to be critical. In the middle of revival you 
can face the temptation to criticize those who are “not in the river.” Satan 
loves to divide a revival into those who are “more spiritual” and those who 



are ”less spiritual.” We can criticize those who do not worship the way we 
do. We can criticize those who have not entered into the revival as we 

have.  
 
Sometimes we face temptation to criticize leadership because now we 
know more than they do. During revivals I have often pled with visitors not 
to return to their churches and criticize them because they are not 

experiencing the same revival. 
 
Sometimes we can be tempted to criticize things we do not understand 
about revival. I believe I need to be able to give Biblical foundation for the 
activities of revival. This is a truth supported by Scripture, “…be ready 

always to give an answer to every man that asketh you a reason of the 
hope that is in you with meekness and fear” (1 Peter 3:15).  But I must also 
understand that God may not feel obligated to explain all of His ways to 
me. 
 

A third snare is the temptation to pride. If he cannot keep you out of the 
river of revival the devil will try to puff you up. More than one revivalist has 
discovered the painful reality of Proverbs 16:18, “Pride goeth before 
destruction, and a haughty spirit before a fall.” (KJV) I must never become 
too impressed with myself. He does not need me, and I cannot survive 

without Him. 
 
At another extreme of the scale is the snare of spiritual weirdness. Perhaps 
you know someone who flipped out or is strange. A church member 
thought he heard a voice from God to go and march around the local 



school and claim it for God. It is one thing to go after hours and pray over a 
local school. It is entirely another thing to trespass on school property 

during school hours. His misguided zeal served to bring confusion into his 
own life and fear into the church. Often this fear keeps many from going 
after God.  
 
So how do you stay spiritual but not become weird? Develop consistency in 

your devotional life. Practice being open to and submitted to others in the 
Body of Christ. Proverbs 11:14 reminds us, “Where no counsel is, the 
people fall: but in the multitude of counselors there is safety.” I am not 
hesitant, even during a revival type of service to check in with other mature 
leaders to see if they have a witness to the leading I am sensing in my 

spirit. Sometimes a holy huddle by members of the five-fold ministries 
(Ephesians 4:11) is exactly what is needed.  
 
A third preventive to becoming spiritually weird is to be well rounded. 
Before you were born again you were born. The reality is God created the 

whole you and He is delighted with what He made. In intense moves of 
God we have learned that you need to take some breaks, to do some 
things that may not appear to be overtly spiritual. Do some family things. 
Learn to laugh at yourself, because everyone else is already doing this. 
Sometimes the most spiritual thing I can do is to play a round of golf or 

teach a worm how to swim (go fishing). 
 
Let’s stoke the flames of revival, not choke them out! Keep the wood on the 
fire and guard against those things that smother flames. 
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Question: Your Ministry has been full of Fire for many years.  What is the key to keeping the 
Fire of God burning in our local ministry’s? 

 
1 Samuel 22:1 David therefore departed from there and escaped to the cave of              
Adullam. So when his brothers and all his father’s house heard it, they went down               
there to him. ​2 ​And everyone who was in distress, everyone who was in debt, and               
everyone who was discontented gathered to him. So he became captain over them. And              
there were about four hundred men with him. NKJV 

 
How many of you want to pastor this church?  This is how most churches are today. Most 
of the time we shepherds are constantly working to keep the sheep going in the right 
direction and to stay connected to the flock.  We are busy running the business of the 
church, baptizing, preaching, visiting the sick, dedicating babies, marring couples, 
dedicating businesses, making public appearances, offering spiritual guidance, being a 
husband, father, mentor, leader, confidant, working with the offended, the oppressed, the 
depressed, the despairing, the hopeless, the hurting, and the hungry.  David was the 
pastor of this group and they became mighty men of God.  It was a journey that took time 
to develop and overtime they became fulfilled and were no long the discontented, the 
indebted, and the distressed church.  They became a victorious group moving from 
victory to victory. 
 
 
This world is in tribulation and is lacking Peace. Peace is not a tranquil state of being, it                  
means having a revelation of your relationship with Jesus and you know if God be for               
you who can be against you. 
 
Matthew 24:7 For nation will rise against nation, and kingdom against kingdom. And             
there will be famines, pestilences, and earthquakes in various places. 8 All these are             
the beginning of sorrows. 9​ ​“Then they will deliver you up to tribulation and kill you,              
and you will be hated by all nations for My name’s sake. 10 And then many will be                  
offended, will betray one another, and will hate one another. 11 Then many false              
prophets will rise up and deceive many. 12 And because lawlessness will abound, the             
love of many will grow cold. 13 But he who endures to the end shall be saved. 14 And                  
this gospel of the kingdom will be preached in all the world as a witness to all the                 
nations, and then the end will come.  NKJV 
 



These things have marked the beginning of struggles that are coming on the earth and               
mark where we currently are now. Times that cause sorrows, persecutions, deception,           
and love to grow cold will cause great anguish on people. It will be the perils times of II                  
Timothy 3.  ​This more than ever requires us to be focused​. 
 
Webster’s defines focus as giving exact sharpness to a given thing or purpose. 
 
If you are to have a thriving ministry through the years that bears fruit in the Kingdom of                  
God you need to Focus.  Focus on the man, the message, and the methods. 

 
Phil 3:13 Brethren, I do not count myself to have apprehended; but one thing ​I do, 
forgetting those things which are behind and reaching forward to those things which are 
ahead, 

 
Notice Paul said “this one thing I do.”  It is a proven fact that you cannot be a master of 
many things.  You can do one thing with great focus. 
 
In life small things accomplished are better than big things talked about. 
 
Focus on the man 
 
Look at yourself. How do you see yourself, your ministry, your spouse, your church. Do              
you like your spouse or your church. If you knew as much about them then as you do                 
now would you marry them again. Do you like the people in your church? Do you like                 
anybody. Do you like anything? Do you enjoy thinking about your future? Would you             
like to be somebody else. 
 
Recently I read where a preacher preached a pastors conference on the east coast. There              
were 2000 plus pastors and at the end of his message he asked this question. If you could                 
get a job next week in the secular world making the same salary you are making now,                
how many of you would resign your church Sunday and take that job. He reported that               
over 20% stood immediately without hesitation and began to make their way to the front              
sobbing like children. Why because many of them were discouraged, emotionally          
exhausted, physically burned out and hanging on by their finger nails perhaps even like             
some of us who shout hallelujah. 
 
Why? Because it is a lot easier to have an exterior than to have an interior to match                  
it. 
 
When you look in the mirror do you see someone desperately trying to be all things to all                 
people?  If that is you, let me give you a word from heaven.  Stop it! 
 
Be yourself. You have been fearfully and wonderfully made by God, equipped by God,             
called by God, trained by God, moved by God, led by God, and filled by God. You can                  
be anything you want to be but you cannot be everything.  Paul said this one thing I do. 
 



A forty year old bachelor was looking for the perfect wife. Someone who was a mixture                
between Betty Crocker and Jennifer Aniston. One day on a business trip he set down on               
a plane and down the isle came the most beautiful woman he had ever seen and luck was                  
with him because she sat down beside him. He took a deep breath and asked what type                
of man attracts a beautiful woman like you? She said well I like native American man               
because they are tall dark and handsome. Then there is something about me that likes               
Jewish men because they are rich and intellectual. And then there’s that wild streak in              
me that likes a redneck. A guy that drives a pickup truck with a gun over the back seat                   
and a dog in the back. I really like that kind of a guy. She batted her eyes at him and                    
said what is your name? And he said my name is Geronamo Goldburg but my friends               
call me bubba. 
 
We have to remember that God made everyone of us an original. Don’t die a cheap copy.                 
Be yourself.  God likes you just like you are.  There is not another one like you. 
 
You cannot change what you will not confront. So confront what you do not like               
about yourself. Confront what you do not like about your ministry and your            
church. 
 
Who are you? Ask most people and this is what they would say: I’m a doctor, I’m a                 
plumber, I’m a school teacher, I’m a military man, I’m a, I’m a, I’m a!!! I did not ask                   
you what you do I asked you who are you? People cannot answer that question because                
they have lost contact with themselves. ​They have lost focus on their divine purpose             
on their life.  They only relate to what they do and not who they are!! 
 
Why? There life is out of control, our world is out of control, the pace has become                
insane, there is an endless list of demands. There is emotional fatigue, physical burnout,             
stress from living in the glass house of the ministry. You got decons that won’t deek,                
ushers that won’t ush, and trusties you cannot trust. 
 
Where is the since of divine calling in that kind of life? Where is the love the joy the                   
excitement of the Holy Spirit in your life with that kind of thought in your mind. We                
have been called to preach the glorious gospel of the Lord Jesus Christ. We have the                
privilege of being able everyday to speak and preach the enarrent, never changing word             
of God that has the power to change lives and societies. This gospel offers us and               
humanity hope in this life.  We cannot afford to lose sight of this. 
 
LET ME GIVE YOU AN ACCRONM FOR H.O.P.E. 
 
H – Healthy 
 
Are you healthy in your relationship with God? David said ​“Thy word have I hid in my                
heart that I might not sin against thee.” Do we run to God or away from God when                  
things begin to get hard and go wrong. Are we fellowshipping with God on a regular                
basis? Are we studying daily for ourselves and then studying for the ministry? If all you               
do is study for a sermon you are going to find yourself dry and empty. ​You will be a                  



mist in the pulpit and that will cause a fog in the pew​. Are we realizing that we are                  
mere men and we need God’s help? Are we asking God to refill us with the Holy Spirit                 
on a daily basis because we realize the we are a broken cistern? Being healthy physically                
means we rest properly. We need as much margin in our lives as we can get. Margin is                 
equal to the energy available minus the load required to make the day. If the load is                
bigger than the output you are expending what you do not have? 
 
O – Opportunistic 
 
Are we moving when God says to move or are we locked in fear wondering if God is still                   
with us? COvid has shown that the church was weak and not ready to handle what is                 
happening in the earth. We are called by God to preach this gospel whether the doors are                 
open or not? Did we take advantage of technology to promote the gospel? God did not                
give the internet to the world the church did. When it firest started I remember ministers                
saying that it was of the devil. Now we are trying to catch up to the standard of the world                   
rather than running in the fast lane. Are we being lead by the spirit? Have we positioned                
our church for times such as these where we can minister effectively to those who are               
hurting around us? 
 
P – Prayerful 
 
Do we have an attitude of prayer? Are we seeking God and spending time in his                
presence?  Do we recognize God working in the moments of our lives? 
 
Ps 34:10 The young lions do lack and suffer hunger, but they that wait on the Lord                 
shall not lack any good thing. NKJV 
 
E – Expecting 
 
Are we in faith and expecting God to show up and come through for us or has it become                   
a cleche. Are we always talking to ourselves and our people about the promises of God                
and how he has lead us through the years? Are we constantly enlarging our tent stakes                
are are we shrinking back? Faith says I have it now. Faith is the substance of things                
hoped for and the evidence of things not seen. Are we telling the vision? Listen to the                
words of Paul from ​Romans 8:35-39 
 
Who shall separate us from the love of Christ? Shall tribulation, or distress, or             
persecution, or famine, or nakedness, or peril, or sword? 36 As it is written: “For Your                
sake we are killed all day long; We are accounted as sheep for the slaughter.” 37 Yet in                  
all these things we are more than conquerors through Him who loved us. 38 For I am                
persuaded that neither death nor life, nor angels nor principalities nor powers, nor            
things present nor things to come, 39 nor height nor depth, nor any other created               
thing, shall be able to separate us from the love of God which is in Christ Jesus our                 
Lord. NKJV

Believer.” What role does dominion play in God’s End-Time Move of 

Glory? 

 

Much of the Church has not fully embraced and acted on God’s instructions at 

creation. 

 

Genesis 1:26-28 (KJV) ¶ And God said, Let us make man in our image, after our 

likeness: and ​let them have dominion ​over the fish of the sea, and over the fowl 

of the air, and over the cattle, and ​over all the earth,​ and over every creeping 

thing that creepeth upon the earth. [27] So God created man in his own image, in 

the image of God created he him; male and female created he them. [28] ​And 

God blessed them,​ and God said unto them, ​Be fruitful, and multiply, and 

replenish​ the earth, and ​subdue it: ​and ​have dominion​ over the fish of the sea, 

and over the fowl of the air, and over every living thing that moveth upon the 

earth. 

 



Blessed = benefit, congradulate, prosperity, a resevoir, ​to identify potential and 

release ability!  

 

Dominion ​= Rawdah, raw-daw 728 

that is, subjugate; bring into subjectio, ​specifically to crumble off​. 

make to have dominion, prevail against, ​reign, rule,​ ​take 

supreme authority : SOVEREIGNTY​ = ​Ownership  

sovereignty-noun​ ​The right and power to command, decide, rule, or judge: 

 

Authority​ = ​control your circumstances,​ dominion, jurisdiction, mastery, might, 

power, prerogative, sway. 

 

Having dominion over the natural world = takeing ownership! 

 

We do not have dominion over other people however we do have dominion 

over how their actions affect us!

Romans 6:8-14 (KJV) [8] Now if we be dead with Christ, we believe that we shall 

also live with him:[9] Knowing that Christ being raised from the dead dieth no 

more; death hath no more dominion over him.[10] For in that he died, he died 

unto sin once: but in that he liveth, he liveth unto God.[11] Likewise reckon ye 

also yourselves to be dead indeed unto sin, but alive unto God through Jesus 

Christ our Lord.[12] Let not sin therefore reign in your mortal body, that ye should 

obey it in the lusts thereof.[13] Neither yield ye your members as instruments of 

unrighteousness unto sin: but yield yourselves unto God, as those that are alive 

from the dead, and your members as instruments of righteousness unto God.

Do we pick and choose where we exercise our dominion? 

 

Now learning to exercise our dominion - acknowledging who we are and what 

we have! 

Genesis 32:27-30 (KJV) [27] And he said unto him, What is thy name? And he said, 

Jacob.[28] And he said, Thy name shall be called no more Jacob, but Israel: for as 

a prince hast thou power with God and with men, and hast prevailed.[29] And 

Jacob asked him, and said, Tell me, I pray thee, thy name. And he said, Wherefore 

is it that thou dost ask after my name? And he blessed him there. [30] And Jacob 

called the name of the place Peniel: for I have seen God face to face, and my life is 

preserved. 

Jacob - Israel = he will rule as God; Jisrael, also (typically) of his posterity. 

 

Genesis 17:5 (KJV)[5] Neither shall thy name any more be called Abram, but thy 

name shall be Abraham; for a father of many nations have I made thee. 

Abraham = productive, father of a multitude

Dominion - We have a prevailing Spirit - The Holy Spirit

Matthew 10:1 (KJV) [1] And when he had called unto him his twelve disciples, ​he 

gave them power ​against unclean spirits, to cast them out, and to heal all manner 

of sickness and all manner of disease. (Authority) 

 

Matthew 28:18-20 (KJV) [18] And Jesus came and spake unto them, saying, All 

power is given unto me in heaven and in earth.[19] ¶ Go ye therefore, and teach 

all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the 

Holy Ghost: [20] Teaching them to observe all things whatsoever I have 

commanded you: and, lo, I am with you alway, even unto the end of the world.

They will 
be gifted so that all the finances they touch will Prosper 
and bring Glory to The Church, Gods Servants and to 
God! 
 
Psalms 40:3 And He has put a new song in my mouth, a 
song of praise to our God. Many shall see and fear 
(revere and worship) and put their trust and confident 
reliance in the Lord. AMP 
 
In 2021 and beyond we will see a Raising Up of Psalmist 
such as have never been seen before. They will have 
such an intimate relationship with God that their sole 
desire will be to sing unto the Lord in a way that Blesses 
Him and His people. 
 
These Psalmist or Worship Leaders will compose Music 
that Exalts and Glorifies the King.

Christ gave to the Church (the Body of Christ), to Equip 
the Church to do the works of the Ministry and for 
Edification. Now there are many who argue that the gift 
of the Fivefold Ministry, which is Christ Gift to the 
Church, was for only New Testament times, yet nowhere 
in Scripture do we see this to be true! 
  
To believe that this was only for New Testament times is 
to buy into the doctrine that the Baptism of the Holy 
Spirit was only for New Testament times, it is not 
Scriptural! 
 
What is God saying to me concerning Equipping the 
Church to walk in the Light in 2021 and beyond. In 
short, one word, Revelation!  
 



Revelation in a manner such as has never been seen will 
explode across the known Church World!  Revelation 
crossing denominational lines revealing that to satisfy 
the Spiritual Hunger that will captivate their Hearts and 
Souls in this last hour, there will be the need to embrace 
the Baptism of the Holy Spirit. 
 
Not only embrace it but to also embrace the Gifts that 
accompany the Baptism and the acceptance of their 
need to embrace the Fivefold Ministry of Apostles, 
Prophets, Teachers, Pastors and Evangelist! 
 
Revelation is coming that will bring forth an 
understanding that the Church will never be fully 
equipped to win the lost and turn back the darkness 
without the ministry of the Gifts of the Spirit which 
are… Wisdom, Word of Knowledge, Faith, Gift of 
Healing, Working of Miracles, Prophesy, Discerning of 
Spirits, Tongues, and Interpretation of Tongues. 
(1 Cor 12:8-10)  
 
When acceptance of these two gifts take place (the nine 
gifts of the Spirit and the Fivefold Ministry), the 
Greatest Gift of Equipping the Church will at last 
become a reality and it will push back the darkness and 
make way for removing every spot and wrinkle from the 
Garment of the Bride.
